proposed solar farm at Bengrove Farm, Base Lane, Sandhurst: public consultation process ongoing (email distributed) –Councillors discussed and raised the following points which will be confirmed on the submission of a planning application
a) Higher profile for public distribution- 
b) Construction traffic

c) Flood risk area not realistic 
d) Extension housing developments in the area
22/00578/FUL - The Oakwood Hotel – distributed via email no comments to be submitted 
22/00523/OUT - Land Parcels 1635 1730 And 2043 Brook Lane (objections submitted)
22/00465/APP – 32 Houses Down Hatherley –
The functionality of A38 culvert remains uncertain. Last year, the Parish Council submitted a review of it to the LLFA. but as yet had no response. There does not seem to be evidence that this culvert is indeed capable of discharging into the Hatherley Brook (by the old school at the southern end of Twigworth
Secondly, this culvert has principally been for water on the road and pavements, and from gardens along the A38. The new developments are now discharging into the culvert and it has a finite volumetric capacity limit, less when the Hatherley Brook is in flood and at high level. When the culvert is overloaded, there does not seem to be a strategy for when the Hatherley Brook is already in flood and this additional run-off flows back into people's properties.  Therefore any further developments will exacerbate the situation  -submitted
 22/00364/APP – reserved matters – The flooding submission by the LLFA (as consultee) has their usual depressing disregard for the pluvial threat. We would want to see landscaping, tree- and hedge-planting specified and porous tarmac paths to aid permeability- submitted

	Highway matters discussed 

a) Noting accidents on A38 junction with Sandhurst Lane in the last month and in the entrance of Fallow Fields (Yew tree farm developments) in the last few days.  There is a higher risk of accidents where vehicles have to pull off the A38 into individual driveways as there is also a plan for a cycle path running alongside the A38- this to be raised with Borough Councillors and planning dept.  
b) A38 VAS sign – It was felt that the PC would like to apply jointly with Down Hatherley PC for a VAS somewhere on the A38, under the speed safety funding scheme which has to be a mobile VAS 
c) Potential traffic chaos when the new M5 junction construction starts later in the year

d) The GCC bridge on the A38 by the old Twigworth School has been raised with MP’s office. Apparently, the owners of the school have installed railings to the bridge without permission and it is covered in ivy which is causing difficulties. Glos Highways are being asked to liaise with the owners regarding removing the railings from the bridge if appropriate as they have been installed on the highways bridge without permission.
