It was noted that Twigworth has a settlement boundary, The A38 is a natural boundary, flood mapping, school places, lack of infrastructure &  traffic impact.  Council agreed to lodge objection and detailed comments will be drafted and submitted via the Clerk.  Noting new Joint Strategic Plan will be brought in 2024

It was discussed if the developers should be “encouraged to install the bus stop/shelter as soon as possible under safety concerns” (Cllr Boote) cfwd
